architect Piet Boon. In a departure from the typical master bed-
room layout, the bed was placed a few feet away from the wall
rather than against it, and a decorative wall feature (custom by
MUSSQO) anchors the room in place of a headboard. “We were
looking for an atypical layout that elevated the use and visual
excitement of the room,” says van den Bergh. “The room is not
very large, and floating the bed forces a more intimate layout.”
The designers also outfitted the bedroom and bath with a mix
of furnishings that adds to this intimate feel while catering to
the well-traveled client, incorporating antique furniture, striking

patterns and plenty of luster.
