to draw top New York creative 
talent. Filmmaker Shawn Baker, 
an ex-Brooklynite, recently 
closed on a two -bedroom in the 
building, his fi rst home  purchase.

Born in Bedford -Stuyvesant, 
Baker has several features and 
documentaries   to his credit. His 
latest work, “Conspiracy X,” is a 

documentary on 
the  New York City 
judicial system. So 
far, Trenton works 

for him. 
“I was blown 

away when 
I came out 
here to see 

the units,” says Baker, who  has 
worked with Monty Ross, a 
production partner of Spike Lee. 
“I’ve been rolling around trying to 
get to know the area. It reminds 
me a little of Philly, parts of 
Brooklyn, SoHo, too.”

Just 45 minutes  to an hour

It’s 
London Terrace, the mammoth 
apartment complex on 23rd St. 
between Ninth and Tenth Aves. 
built by New York developer 
Henry Mandel, who in 1934 
leap ed to his death  there because 
the project was going into 
foreclosure. The irony, according 
to the resident, who asked not to  
 be identifi ed, was that London 

Terrace became a success  in 
the 1940s and ’50s  and  had a 
resurgence in the roaring 1980s. 
Celebrity photography Annie 
Leibovitz lived there. Today, 
fashion personality Tim Gunn 
calls it home. 

Studios rent for $2,500; 
one-bedrooms, for around 
$3,300. On the low end, 
you can buy a studio 
for $438,000 with 
maintenance at 
$908. As for the 
curse, we’d  move 
there in a second.
